Chapter |
Dom ni on
ARTI CLE I. - M neral substances of every nature which are

found in the soil of the national territory as well as in the
underwat er soil and subsoil of the territorial sea, belong to
t he State.

ARTI CLE 2. - For purposes of this Law, there shall be
considered as mneral substances, whatever their origin or
form of deposit, guano, phosphate, substances, nmarble,

travertine and other ornanental rock, anber, graphite, coal
and lignite, siliceous and netalliferous sand, talc, Kaolin,
and other industrial clays, salt, gypsum and other simlar
subst ances.

ARTI CLE 3. - The right to explore, exploit or process the
m neral substances is originally acquired from the State
t hrough concessions or the other contracts granted in
conformty with the prescriptions of this Law

ARTI CLE 4. - Pet rol eum and ot her hydrocarbons and m neral
medi ci nal waters and gravel and sands constituting
construction materials, which are governed by especial |aws,
are excepted fromthe provisions of this Law

ARTI CLE 5. - Radi oactive mneral resources, which can be
expl ored and devel oped solely pursuant to especial contracts
concluded with the State, are also excepted for the
provi sions of this Law.

ARTI CLE 6. - A mning concession constitutes a right to
distinct from that of ownership of the land on which it is
| ocated, even though the fornmer and the latter belong to the
sane person



ARTI CLE 7. - The exploration, exploitation and processing
of mneral substances shall be considered of public utility
and in the national interest, and shall receive preference
over any other utilization of the land, wth the exception f
those |l ocations specified in Article 30 of this Law

ARTI CLE 8. - Al mning concessions are subject to the
jurisdictions of the laws and the courts of the Republic and
when they involve foreigners, the shall be deened to have
renounced all diplomatic recourse over any matter relating to
t he concessi on.

ARTI CLE 9. - M neral concessions may not be granted o
foreign governnments, either directly or through physical or
judicial persons. In cases duly justified and approved

bef orehand by the National Congress, the Executive Power may
conclude special with partially or wholly state-owned foreign
m ni ng enterprises.

ARTI CLE 10. - A mning concession is considered real
property, including property intended for this operations
such as installations, nachinery, apparatus, instrunents,

vehi cles, animals and such other things as are used for the
econom ¢ purpose of the concession notw thstanding the fall
wi thout its perineter.

ARTCLE 11. - A mning concession gibes the exclusive right
overall substances within the perineter thereof, to explore,
exploit or develop in accord with the provisions of this Law.

Nevert hel ess, extraction f gold form the rivers and streans
effected by manual rudinentary neans, any be done as |ong as
it does not interfere wth the operations of mning
concessi ons.

ARTI CLE 12. - M neral concessions are not susceptible of
physi cal division and is allowed solely by nmeans of shares of
st ock.

CHAPTER 1| |
UNQUALI FI ED PERSONS

ARTI CLE 13. - The rights conferred by this |aw may not be
exerci sed by:



a) The President and Vice-President of the Republic, the
Secretaries of State, Justices of the Suprene Court of
Justice, Senators and Deputies while exercising their
functions and for up to six nonths after having ceased
to di scharge sane.

b) The Director of GCeneral Mnes and the officials and
enpl oyees of the Governnment agencies that intervene in
mning activities or in their financial supervision or
I nspecti on, while exercising their functions or
enpl oynent and for up to six nonths after having ceased
to di scharge sane.

c) The wives and ascendants or descendants in the first
degree of persons referred to in this Article.

ARTI CLE 14. - The prohibition contained in the foregoing
article does not include rights to exploration or
expl oitation concessions nor the acquisition of any mning
rights prior to the election or nomnation of the officials
or enployees referred to, nor mning rights which they or
their spouses acquire by inheritance or |egacy or with which
their spouses contribute to the naterial property.

ARTI CLE 15. - A person may not represent sinultaneously two
or nore physical or judicial persons involved in a |awsuit
relating to the sane | and when these have opposing interests.

ARTI CLE 16. - Applications for m ning concessions that
infringe the provisions contained in this Chapter shall be
nul | .

CHAPTER | I |
FI SCAL RESERVES

ARTI CLE 17. - The Executive Power may declare the fisca
reserve of a given mning zone, to establish mning records,
for the exploration and evaluation of deposits of mneral
substances, for the establishment of exploitations through
special contracts, or for other reasons of interest to the
State, respecting previously acquired rights. The total or
partial suspension of the fiscal reserve can only be effected
by a special |egal provision.



ARTI CLE 18. - Fiscal reserves for mning records purposes,
shall have a maxi num duration of two years form the date of
the Decree of the Executive Power. Upon conpletion of this
period, the reserve shall remain automatically suspended
wi t hout need for a new Decree to that effect.

ARTI CLE 109. - Any mning exploitation wthin a fiscal
reserve area, shall be granted by public auction and the
subsequent conclusion of special contracts with the State.
The conditions stipulated in the contracts may not be |ess
favorable to the national economc interest than those
established in this Law.

ARTI CLE 20. - No m ning concession nay be applied for within
the perimeter of a current fiscal reserve area, whether or
not the area applied for overlaps in whole or in part.

TITLE I
| NSPECTI ONS AND EXPLORATI ONS
CHAPTER |
| NSPECTI ONS
ARTI CLE 21. - | nspections consist of the search of

i ndi cations or mani festati ons of m neral substances. There
are two types of inspections:

a) Surface inspections which are carried out on the
gr ound.

b) Air i nspections by nmeans of aer ophot ogranetri c,
aerophysical and other nethods, for the purpose of
preparing maps and locating favorable areas, wthin
| arge extensions of |land, for later |and exploitation.

ARTI CLE 22. - Every physical or juridical person, national
or foreign, wth exception of those indicated in Article 13,
has the right to carry out freely surface inspections in all
the territory of the Republic, with the exception of the
areas where existing exploration and exploitation concessions
have been granted and with the |imtations contained in this
Law.



ARTI CLE 23. - It is wunderstood that the right to a free
surface inspection does not authorize anyone to violate
private property. For the purpose of naking any inspection on
private property, it is an indispensable requirenent to
obtain permssion from the owner of the land. |If such
perm ssion should be refused, the interested party can resort
to the Director general of M nes upon previous notice to the
owner or occupant of the land, for the purpose of hearing his
obj ections and authorizing or not the surface inspection.

ARTI CLE 24. - In the event of damages to a property in the
course of a surface inspection, the owner or occupant of the
property shall receive just conpensation pursuant to the

procedure established in articles 181 and 182 of this Law.

ARTI CLE 25. - In the event t hat during the surface
i nspection and indication is found of the presence of m neral
substances, the interested party may report it to the M ning
departnment. This report accords a right of priority for
thirty (30) days to request an exploration or exploitation
concession, conplying with the requirenents of this Law,
within the area delimted by a circle with a radium of two
t housand (2000) neters whose center shall be the place the
m neral was di scover ed.

ARTI CLE 26. - Air inspection is the exclusive right of the
State. However, the Executive Power, upon the recomrendation
of the Secretariat of State for Industry and Conmmrerce, can
grant special permts for making air inspections.

CHAPTER | I |
EXPLORATI ON CONCESSI ONS

ARTI CLE 27. - Expl orati on consists of the execution of works
in the soil or subsoil, for the purpose of discovering
del i neating and defining zones containing deposits of minera
subst ances, by means of technical-scientific investigations,
such as geological, geophysical, geochemcal and others
including drillings, sanplings, analyses and netallurgica
tests, maps, road constructions and other neans access for
t hat purpose.



ARTI CLE 28. - The exploration of the national territory is
of primary interest to the state, for the purpose of
di scovering deposits of m ner al substances for later
expl oi tati on and econom c utilization.

ARTI CLE 29. - The Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commerce shall grant exploration concessions to persons who
apply for them in accordance wth the conditions and

requi renents provided in this Law.

ARTI CLE 30. - M ning works may not be carried out within the
area of towns or where there are ceneteries, public parks or
gar dens.

No may such works be done near buildings, ways of
communi cat i on, power , t el egraph or t el ephone lines,
irrigation canals, pipelines, public works of any kind and
hi storical nonunments not in the vicinity of fortresses,
powder nagazines, or shipyards, except wth the express
aut hori zation of the Executive Power.

ARTI CLE 31. - An expl oration concession gives an exclusive
right to explore mneral substances which are found wthin
the perinmeter of the sane, for a period of three (3) years,
conmputed fromthe date of the granting thereof.

ARTI CLE 32. - The same physical or judicial person may not
be granted an extension of land in a exploration concession
exceeding thirty thousand (30,000) mning hectares, conprised
i n one concession or in separate concessions.

For the purposes of this article, the Secretariat of State
for Industry and commerce may consider as the sane juridical
person two or nore concerns belonging to the same owner or
owners.

ARTI CLE 33. - The mning hectare, which is the unit of |and
for exploration concessions, is a solid of undefined depth
limted to the ground by four vertical corresponding to a
hori zontal square of one hundred (100) neters per side.



ARTI CLE 34. - t he pl anes delimting expl oration and
expl oi tation concessions shall constitute rectangular figures
with entering and outgoing angles at ninety (90) degrees,
with such orientations the interested party may indicate.

ARTI CLE 35. - The expl oration concessionaire has t he
exclusive option to obtain wthin the exploration area,
expl oration concessions, which nay be applied for at any tine
within the exploration period, subject to the requirenents
established in this Law.

ARTI CLE 36. - It shall not be necessary in order to obtain
an exploration concession that any mneral has been
di scovered nor that the report of mnmnerals referred to in
article 25 has been nade.

ARTI CLE 37. - Expl orati on or exploration concessions confer
a right to carry out mning activities on all the |ands
contained within their perineter, with the obligation to
justly indemify the owner of the ground of the occupants
t hereof, for whatever injury or damage has been caused them
pursuant to the procedure established in articles 181 and 182
of this Law.

ARTI CLE 38. - The owners or occupants of lands within a
perimeter that includes an exploration concession, nay not
refuse to allow works <carried out 1in said lands for
expl oration purposes when they conply with the provisions of
Articles 181 and 182 of this Law

Neither may the owners or occupants of the |ands adjoining
the areas covered by exploration concessions refuse to allow
t he passage of the concessionaire or his enployees for access
to those areas. In the event that the latter is refused,
authority form the Drector General of Mnes shall be
obt ai ned, upon notice to the owner or occupant of the | and,
in order to prior determne the causes of the refusal and
find a solution to the problemthat arouse.



ARTI CLE 39. - The beneficiary of an exploration concession
shall be obligated to conmply with the laws and regul ations
concerning police, health, |abor, social security and |abor
accidents and those other which are applicable by reason of
his activities.

ARTI CLE 40. - During the period of exploration, under
penalty of forfeiture, no exploration works can be perforned,
and only whit the Mning Department shall determ ne, can the
m neral substances eventually extracted be di sposed of.

ARTI CLE 41. - When in spite of continual effort and adequate
of the diligence no areas containing deposits of mneral
substances shall have been defined, the concessionaire my
apply for an extension to the M ning Departnent, which, upon
prior study of he case, shall grant extensions up to one year
at time and in no case for nore than two years in addition to
the expl oration period provide in article 31.

TITLE 111
EXPLO TATI ON AND PROCESSI NG

CHAPTER |
EXPLO TATI ON CONCESSI ONS

ARTI CLE 42. - For the purposes of this Law, exploitation
consists of the preparation and mning of mneral substances
fromthe deposits for economc utilization

Article 43.- The sanme physical person nmay not be granted an
extension of land in an exploitation concession exceeding
twenty thousand (20,000) mning hectares, conprised in one
concessi on or in separate concessions.

For the purpose of this article, the Secretariat of State for
I ndustry and conmmerce nmay consider as the sane juridica
person two or nore concerns belonging to the sane owner or
owners.



ARTI CLE 44. - The exploration concessionaire, upon applying
for the conversion of his concessions into one or nore
expl oi tati on concessions, can reduce the explored area if it
suits him but in no case may the aggregate of the areas
selected for exploitation exceed twenty thousand (20,000)
m ni ng, under penalty of nullity.

ARTI CLE 45. - The unit of land for exploitation concessions
and the form of the maps which delimt then are those
outlined in Article 33 and 34, respectively.

ARTI CLE 46. - When between two or nore neighboring mning
concessions there is |left a free space which does not permt
the conpletion of one mning hectare, such space shall form
an excess, which may be granted by the Secretariat of State
for Industry and Commerce to the first of the adjoining

concessionaires who shall apply for it to the Mning
Depart nment .
ARTI CLE 47. - Before issuance of definitive title to an

exploitation concession, the interest party, previously
authorized by the Secretary of State for Industry and
Commerce, shall delimt on the land the perineter thereof, by
the placenent of solidly built |andmarks with an identifying
sign. If the sides of the rectangle are very far from each
other, or the |andmarks cannot be place, wtness |andmarks
shall be built on the nbst projecting portions of the region.
This delimtation shall be verified on the spot by the M ning
Departnment, which shall approve it or shall point out the
proper correction of the fundanental technical errors, if
any.

ARTI CLE 48. - Exploitation works shall be subject to the
restrictions prescribed in Article 30 of this Law.

ARTI CLE 49. - An exploitation concession gives to the
concessionaire the exclusive right to exploit, process, nelt,
refine and utilize economcally for a period of seventy-five
(75) years the mneral substances which he shall mne within
the perineter of this concession, provided that he conplies
with the requirenents provided in this Law. However, every
twenty-five (25) years the concessionaire is obligated to
submt hinmself to the tax treatnment provided by the m ning
| egi sl ation governing at the tine.



ARTI CLE 50. - The State shall grant exploitation concessions
t hrough the Secretariat of State for Industry and Conmerce,
upon a prior favorable report formthe M ning Departnent.

ARTI CLE 51. - Expl oitation concessionaires shall have the
right of access to their concession area as provided in
article 65 and to carry out all the mning activities

described in Article 64, wthin the perinmeter of their
concession, with the obligation of indemification indicated
in Articles 181 and 182.

ARTI CLE 52. - The exploitation concessionaire shall be
obligated to conply with police, health, |abor and social
i nsurance |aws and regul ations, including work accidents and
regul ati ons concerni ng environment protection and such other
provi sions as may be applicable to mning activities.

CHAPTER 1 |
PROCESSI NG PLANTS

ARTI CLE 53. - For the purpose of this Law, a processing
pl ant shall be considered to be the industrial establishnent
conprising related installations and constructions where
oper ations of mechani cal concentration or m ner al -
nmetal lurgical treatnment of any type perfornmed on mineral
substances, including nelting or refining operations, for the
purpose of obtaining mneral concentrates and netallic
conmpounds, neals, netalloids, or non-netallic mnerals which
may be utilized by other industries.

ARTI CLE 54. - For the installation of a processing plant it
shall not be necessary to be an exploitation concessionaire
if the mneral substance will be acquired formthird parties.
However, in these cases, it shall be necessary to obtain an
expressed authorization from the Secretariat of State for
I ndustry and Commerce, to which the plans and specifications
of the plant and other information which the said Secretari at
deens pertinent, shall be submitted, except data relative to
secret technical processes.

After studying the docunentation, the Secretariat of State
for Industry and Commerce shall or shall not authorize the



installation of the plant. The authorized interested party
shal |l submt these plans specifications to the Secretariat of
State for Public Wrks and Communications and to the
Secretariat of State for Public health and social welfare for
| egal purposes.

ARTI CLE 55. - No processing plant may be installed in places
where, in the judgnment of the Secretariat of Public Health
and Social Wlfare, the installation of such plant would
af fect the whol esoneness of the region.

ARTI CLE 56. - Every processi ng pl ant shoul d pr event
materials emtted form its chimeys from causing damage to
third parties and shall attenpt the industrial use of such
materials or shall neutralize the noxious effect of sane so
as to avoid pollution of the area. The waste nmaterial should
be destined to industrial utilization or its harnful effect
shoul d be neutralized so as to avoid pollution of the area.

ARTI CLE 57. - The residue from the processing of mneral
substances shall be deposited on the ground owned by the
conpani es and the liquid material discharge fromthe plant in
rivers should be devoid of any harnful substance which could
pollute the waters in a dangerous nmanner for their use or
consunption or for the fluvial or maritinme fauna.

ARTI CLE 58. - The owners of processing plants who acquire
their raw material fromthird parties shall enjoy the rights
granted by this law to exploitation concessionaires to such
extent as may be necessary for their own purposes, including
the right to apply for the expropriation of lands and the
est abl i shnent of easenents.

ARTI CLE 59. - As to fiscal I ncentives, al | pr ocessi ng
plants, wthout exception, shall enjoy the incentives
prescribed in this Law. The Industrial incentives and
Protection Law, there before shall not be applicable to

processi ng pl ants.



ARTI CLE 60. - Processing plants or any installation serving
mning exploitation, shall conform to the |aws concerning
construction, sanitation and hygiene and other |legal or
regul atory provisions applicable to industrial installations
and to such other regulations as the Executive Power my
issue to that effect.

The wor ki ng personnel of those plants shall be subject to al
provi sions applicable to the working personnel of the other
i ndustries of the country.

Processing plants and their installations nust be inspected
periodically by the Mning Departnent.

TITLE I'V
Rl GHTS AND OBLI GATI ONS

CHAPTER |
Rl GHTS OF CONCESSI ONAI RES

ARTI CLE 61. - The resolution of the respective conpetent
authority constitutes the title which gives the right to
expl ore m ner al subst ances wi t hin t he correspondi ng

concessi on.

ARTI CLE 62. - No authority may order the suspension of
mning works within the concession area, under sanction of
paynment of damages and | ooses caused to the concessionaire,
except in cases of invasion of surface or underground areas,
or whenever it shall be re required by the public order, and
the health and |lives of the workers.

ARTI CLE 63. - For the wusufruct of the subsoil the soil be
used by the concessionaire even if he is not the owner of the
| and, whether it is owned by the State or by private persons,
on the condition that he shall conpensate such damages or
| ooses as m ght be caused during the m ning operations.



ARTI CLE 64. - Duri ng t he life of expl oration and
expl oitation concessions, the concessionaire nmay erect
bui | di ngs, canps, deposits, pipelines, install punping and
power plants, pipes, electric transmssion lines, telephone
i nes and other neans of conmunications, construct roads and
| ocal transportation systenms, wthin the Ilimts of this
concession, by submtting hinmself to the provisions of this
law and other applicable laws. |If the concessions in a
expl oi tati on concession or one covering a processing plant,
the concessionaire can also install processing and
concentrating plants, netallurgical plants, construct canals,
pi pelines or gas lines, docks and other shipping facilities
and, in general, erect the necessary constructions for the
rational devel opnent of the exploitation.

ARTI CLE 65. - Expl oration and Exploitation concessionaires
may have access to the area of his concession through |ands
of the State or of private persons, inside or outside of the
perimeter of the concession, necessarily using the way nost
adequate and | east damaging to third parties, and conplying
with the provisions established by this |aw

ARTI CLE 66. - The Expl oitation concessi onaires and
concessi onaires of processing plants have the right to apply
for the expropriation, after paynent of the corresponding
indemmity, in accordance with the Constitution and the |aws
governing the matter, of land which is indispensable outside
of the perineter of the concession, in the judgnment of the
M ning Departnent, for the purposes indicated in Article 64
of this Law.

ARTI CLE 67. - Exploitation and Exploration concessionaires
and concessionaires of processing plants have the right to
utilize, upon prior conpliance wth the «current |[egal

provi sions concerning waters and environment protection, the
fluvial waters which they may need for the purposes of their
concession. Likew se, they may nmeke use of the waters which
overflow or appear during the mning come from the drainage
of mnes or from properties of third persons, having
priority, the concessionaire who di scovered them



ARTI CLE 68. - Concessionaires and their admnistrators are
obligated to see that the lives and health of the workers are
not endangered, that public tranquility is not disturbed, nor
the safety of neighboring mnes of the firmess of the |ands
and edifications of the surface threatened.

ARTI CLE 69. - Concessionaires are obligated to start the
correspondi ng works, under sanction of forfeiture during the
foll ow ng periods of tine.

a) Exploration, within six (6) nonths after the date of
the granting of the concession.

b) Exploitation, within one year after the date of the
granting of the concessions.

c) Processing plants, within one year after obtaining the
aut hori zation for installation.

ARTI CLE 70. - Concessionaires my not interrupt the works
pointed out in Articles 27, 42 and 53, respectively, under
sanction of forfeiture, during the follow ng periods of tine:

a) Exploration, for nore than six (6) continuous nonths.

b) Exploitation, for nore than two (2) continuous years.

c) Processing plants, for nore than two (2) continuous
years.

ARTI CLE 71. - If due to verified force majored, or because
of the economc conditions of the market, the suspension of
the works should continue for nore than the periods of tine
established above, the Mning Departnent shall successive
extensions for like periods of time, provided the
concessionaire shall justify his application.

ARTI CLE 72. - Concessionaires shall render to the Mning
department sem -annual progress report and annual operation
reports, wthin thirty (30) days and ninety (90) days
following the respective period, under sanction of fine,
i ncluding the foll ow ng information:

a) Exploration concessionaires, in their sem -annual
reports shall include the sequence of their activities
and expenses incurred; in the annual reports, they

shall informof the results obtained during the period,



i ncl udi ng sanpl i ngs, surveys and geol ogi ca
correlation, nethods of exploration enployed for the
| ocalization and definition of deposits of mneral
subst ances.

b) Exploitation concessionaires, in their sem -annua
reports shal | indicate the progress of their
activities; and in their annual reports they shal
formally inform about their operations, including

production wth statistical data, developnment and
preparation of deposit or deposits, mneral reserves,
tonnage mned and processed during the period and such
ot her data as the M ning Departnment nay require.

c) Concessionaires of processing plants shall render
annual production reports, including statistical of
mnes (sic!) acquired form third parties and tonnage
treated during the period.

ARTI CLE 73. - Concessionaires are obligated to have a |egal
domcile and an authorized nmnager or representative who
shal |l always be considered with all the necessary powers to
receive and execute the determ nations which the conpetent
authorities, in accordance with established in this Law,
shal | adopt with respect to their concession

ARTI CLE 74. - Concessionaires are obligated to carry out
their works in accordance with nethods and techni ques which
avoi d danages to the owner of the ground and to the adj oi ni ng
concessionaires, and if such damages should be caused they
shall be obligated to indemify for such damage or injury
caused in the performance of said works.

ARTI CLE 75. - It is the obligation of every concessionaire
to pay the annual pat ent , royalty and incone tax
corresponding to him under sanction of forfeiture. The
concessionaire should deliver evidence of such paynents to
the M ning Departnent.

ARTI CLE 76. - Concessionaires shall be obligated to keep
| egal accounting books and conply with the requirenents and
conditions of the current |aws governing the matter.

ARTI CLE 77. - Concessionaires are obligated to facilitate to
the duly authorized officials of the Mning Departnent free
access to all the installations of their concession and to
furni sh such technical and statistical data as they wll
acquire.



CHAPTER | I |
RELATI ONS OF CONCESSI ONAI RES

ARTI CLE 78. - Concessionaires shall agree with the owners or
occupants of the land as to the extension required by them
for their living quarters, warehouse, workshops, processing

and nelting plants, dunping grounds for wasters, accunulation
storage, purification or recuperation of waters; construction
of deposits for waste naterial and garbage and other
anal ogous uses exclusively for exploration, exploitation and
processing purposes. Concessionaires should also make a
contract with the owners or occupants of the ground for the
use of all that may be necessary for their operations.

ARTI CLE 79. - Roads built for the service of the mning
industry are of public use. In those cases when two or nore
concessionaires benefit from the same expense for their
preservation shall be prorated anong them

ARTI CLE 80. - Concessionaires shall be allowed to enter
nei ghboring concessions wth the authorization of their
owners. If the latter should refuse it, the M ning Departnent
shall grant it in the follow ng cases:

a) Wien there is a founded suspicion that the neighbor is
extracting mnerals formthe concession of the grantee.

b) If it is reasonably presuned that the works of the
nei ghbor may cause, for any reason, damage to the

gr ant ee.
CHAPTER |V
EASEMENTS
ARTI CLE 81. - Expl oitation concessionaires shall have the
right to establish an easenent, upon conpensation if required
and upon authorization by the Mning Departnent, of

under ground wor ks through | ands of others and to connect them
with the surface, for the sole purpose of renoving, in a nore
econonmic manner, the minerals or the drainage or to provide
ventilation of the works of the mne. The expenses shall be
borne by the concessionaires who benefits there from In the
event that profitable mnerals are found during such works,
the sane shall be property of the owner of the serving m ne,
wi t hout cost on this part.



ARTI CLE 82. - Concessi onai res of expl oi tation and of
processing plants have the right to construct, upon paynent
of an indemification, on lands owned by others, the
necessary surface easenents for the operations of their
concession requesting the proper authorization to the M ning
Depart nment .

ARTI CLE 83. - Al'l concessions are subject to easenments of
the natural passage of the waters from other concessions to
t he general drainage, provided that the said waters have to
pass necessarily by the serving concession. |If for the course
of the water of a concession for the | abors of another, there
is necessity for a special waterway, the latter shall be
constructed at the expense of the domi nating concession.

ARTI CLE 84. - The owner of the land or his successors shal
have the right, wthin a period of one year, to regain
possession in whole or in part of the serving lot in the
foll ow ng cases:

a) Wien having authorized an easenent for the execution of
some work, such has not been begun, within a period of
one year, or when the execution of the work is
suspended for the sane period, except in case of force
maj ored or justifiable circunstances, in the judgnent
of the M ning Departnent.

b) Wen the all or part of the serving lot is used for a
purpose different from that which the easenent was
aut hori zed; and

c) Wien the concession is extinguished for whose benefit
t he easenent was aut hori zed.

ARTI CLE 85. - For purposes of easenents, the provisions of
the Cvil Code shall govern, except as otherw se provided for
by the present |aw.

CHAPTER V
EXPROPI ATI ON

ARTI CLE 86. - In case of disagreenent between the parties,
the lands required for the constructions provide in Article
64 of this Law, inside or outside of the perinmeter of the
concession, shall be considered of public utility for

pur poses of expropriation. Likew se, the space necessary for
establ i shing drainage or transportation conducts or galleries
can be expropriated to the neighboring m ne.



ARTI CLE 87. - Every declaration of public wutility shal
require a decree from the Executive Power giving to the
concessionary the right to carry out the expropriation, in
accordance with the Law of Em nent Domain, and in accordance
with the procedure authorized in favor of the State and of
ot her public institutions.

ARTI CLE 88. - In case of urgency, the Decree of the
Executive Power containing the declaration of public utility,
may authorize the occupation of the zones absolutely need by
t he concessionaires in favor of the owners, wi thout prejudice
to the final decision which could decision which devol ve over
t he eval uation of said | ands.

ARTI CLE 89. - The expropriated |land may recovered by owner
of the land for the sane causes established in Article 84 of
this Law.

ARTI CLE 90. - In cases of expropriation, and once the
recovery of what was expropriated had been decreed, the
Secretary of State for industry and Comerce, taking into
consideration the attending circunstances and the |ength of
occupancy, shall determ ne the portion which the proprietor
or his successor should return from the anmount which he may
have received as a price of what which was expropriated.

TI TLE V
EXTI NCTI ON OF CONCESSI ON

CHAPTER |
GENERAL PROVI SI ONS

ARTI CLE 91. - The rights of physical or judicial persons
over exploration and exploitation concessions shall termnate
for the followi ng causes: expiration, renouncenment, nullity
and forfeiture.



CHAPTER | |
EXPI RATI ON

ARTI CLE 92. - The rights on exploration concessions are
exti ngui shed upon expiration of the period of three (3) years
provided in Article 31 of this Law, wunfailing, or upon
expiration of the additional period of two (2) years of the
duly authorized as prescribed in Article 41.

ARTI CLE 93. - The rights on exploitation concessions expire
at the end of seventy-five (75) years provided in Article 49,
and for tax purposes only, upon expiration of twenty-five
(25) years fromthe date of their granting.

CHAPTER 111
RENOUNCEMENT AND REDUCTI ON
ARTI CLE 94. - The exploration or exploitation concessionary
has the right during the Iife of the concession, to renounce
the whole of his concession or any part of the sanme. In
applying for one nore exploitation concessions, t he

expl oration concessionary shall renounce the area or areas of
his concessions which exceed the twenty thousand (20, 000)
m ning hectares established a maximum in Article 43 of this
Law.

CHAPTER |V
NULLI TY AND FORFEI TURE
ARTI CLE 95. - Concessions granted in violation of this shall
be null. Nullity nmay be official by declaration of a third

party. Therefore, the follow ng shall be null.

a) Concessions granted to unqualified persons as described
in Article 13.

b) Concessions granted directly or indirectly to foreign
gover nnent s.

c) Concessions granted within the perinmeter of current
fiscal reserve zones, in all the extension invades by
t hem



d) Concessions granted within the perineter of preexistent
concessions, or in process, including the areas of
current reports, in all the extension invades by them

e) Concessions granted to the same physical or judicial
persons in excess of the maximum [imts established in
Articles 32 and 43.

ARTI CLE 96. - Forfeiture occasions the extinction of the
right of exploration and exploitation concessions and is
produced by the causes pointed out in this |aw by nmeans of an
expressed docunent fromthe conpetent authority.

ARTI CLE 97. - The Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commerce shall declare the forfeiture of exploration
concessions in the foll ow ng cases:

a) For not having begun the exploration defined in Article
27 within the period of six (6) nonths referred to in
par agraph a) of Article 69.

b) For interruption of works for a continuous period of
nore than six nonths, in contravention of the
provi sions of paragraph a) of Article 70.

c) For having established a formal exploitation concession
in contravention of the provisions of Article 40.

d) Wen the annual mning patent has not been paid.

e) Wen the projected works have not been execut ed.

f) When failure to render the reports as provided in
Articles 72 and 192 has been repeated.

ARTI CLE 98. - The Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commerce shall declare the forfeiture of exploitation
concessions for the foll ow ng causes:

a) for not having begun the exploitation defined in
Article 42 within the period of one year as prescribed
i n paragraph b) of Article 69.

b) For interruption of work for a continues period of nore
than two (2) years, in violation of the provisions of
par agraph b) of the Article 70;

c) Wen the annual m ning patent has not been paid;

d) When the royalty established in Article 119 has not
been pai d;

e) If the inconme tax, when applicable, has not been paid



f) When commercial production has ceased. For these
purposes, it shall be deened that commercial production
has ceased when the concessionary sells mneral-
nmetal | urgi cal products wthout furnishing the State
with any share profits resulting from incone tax nore
than two (2) consecutive years.

g) If within six (6) nonths followng the granting of the
exploitation concession foreign concerns have not
organi zed a Dom nican conpany, except for justified
delays in the process thereof, or if Domnican
personality were denied to them

h) Then the failure to render the reports provided in
Articles 72 and 192 is repeated.

ARTI CLE 99. - In cases of declaration of forfeiture the
interested party nay renove fromthe area of the extinguished
concession, wthin the followmng four (4) nonths, the
removabl e installations and equi prent, over which at the end
of such period he shall |ose every right.

TI TLE VI
CONTRACTS AND M NI NG SOCI ETES

CHAPTER |

ARTI CLE 100.- For the purposes of this law there are
di stingui shed two kinds of contracts: those which are made
with the State and those which are stipul ated between private
parties, calling them commercial acts and as such they are
subject to the provisions of the Comrercial Code in all that
is not provided for in this |aw

CHAPTER 1 |
CONTRACTS W TH THE STATE

ARTI CLE 101.- The concessions granted in accordance with the
prescriptions of this |aw are deened contracts of adhesion
with the State.



ARTI CLE 102.- In fiscal reserve areas the special contracts
entered into wth the State shall include:

a) Contracts of exploration and mneral-netallurgical
I nvestigations with international organizations.

b) Contract of exploitation and of processing of nineral
substances wth private persons.

ARTI CLE 103.- The State may also contract the services of
entities specialized in mneral-netallurgical exploration and
i nvestigations, nmarketing and other aspects to the activities
related to the utilization of m neral substances.

ARTICLE 104.- If it suits the concessionaires to convert
their concessions into contracts of exploitation or of
processing plants, the Executive Power may neke such
contracts only under conditions nore favorable to the State
t han those established in this | aw

CHAPTER | I |
CONTRACTS BETWEEN PRI VATE PARTI ES

ARTI CLE 105.- Contracts between private relative to mning
shall be considered to be the transfers |[|eases, |oans,
nor t gages, pl edges, or gani zati on and di ssol ution of
corporations, promses of transfer and others the direct
object of which is the acquisition, trade or enjoynent of the
concessions of exploration, exploitation and processing
pl ants, or rights inherent therein.

ARTI CLE 106.- 1In order that contracts nay be valid before
third parties they should be recorded in the Public register
of Mning Rights. This recorder should also be made in the
corresponding Certificate of the title when the case involves
registered lands in accordance wth the Law concerning
Regi stration of Lands.

ARTI CLE 107.- Concessi ons and m ni ng rights maybe
transferred, either by an inter vivo act or by cause f death.
The acquired has the obligation to record his right in the
Public Register of Mning R ghts in order to nake it
opposable to third persons.



ARTI CLE 108.- Transfers of exploitation concessions, as well
as the encunbrances, should affected in favor of person or
entities who neet the conditions specified n this Law, in the
judgment of the Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commerce. The sane requirenent applies in order to be
auctioneer or adjudicator in real property foreclosure
proceedi ngs, except in the case of a titular creditor of the
encunbr ance.

CHAPTER | V
M NI NG COVPANI ES

ARTI CLE 109.- Foreign concerns who apply for concessions of
exploitation and of processing plants should organize
Dom ni can compani es and conmply Wi th t he perti nent
requi renents of the Dom nican | aws.

ARTI CLE 110.- Foreign mning conpanies that desire to
explore in the country, shall cause their juridical existence
to be recogni zed. For that purpose, they shall present to the
M ning Department the follow ng docunents, duly |egalized and
transl ated i nto Spani sh:

a) Charter or instrument of constitution.

b) By-laws, if required in the country of origin.

c) Certificate of paid-in shares of the authorized capital
st ock.

d) Certificate showing that the corporation is legally
organi zed under the |aws enpower a general attorney in
fact with full powers to handle its affairs and
bossiness in the Republic and shall constitute a | egal
domicile in the country.

ARTI CLE 111.- Wiile processing of the recognition of their
| egal personality is being conmpleted, in conpliance wth
Article 109 of this law, corporation may obtain exploitation
concessions by showing that they have conplied with the
requi renents prescribed in paragraphs c¢) and d) of the
preceding article. If the recognition of their |ega
personality should be refused to them the concessions
obt ai ned by then shall forfeit ipso facto.



ARTICLE 112.- Two or nore persons who do not in fact
constitute legally organized corporation, shall be jointly
liable for their obligations before State. For purposes of
forfeiture, nullity and any other pertinent provision
notifications served upon one of them shall have effect on
all.

TI TLE VI |
SYSTEM OF TAXATI ON

CHAPTER |
GENERAL PROVI SI ONS

ARTI CLE 113.- Taxation of the Mning Industry to the State
shal | consi st of:

a) The annual mning patent.

b) The royalty on the exportation of mneral substances in
their natural state other form of concentrates of
netaliferous mnerals; and

c) The annual income tax.

ARTI CLE 114. The mning patent cannot be <credited or
deducted. In exchange the royalty on the exportation of
m neral substances in their natural state or in concentrates
shall constitute the mninmum taxation received by the state,
and, therefore, it shall only be deducted fromthe incone tax
to be annually.

CHAPTER 1 |
M NI NG PATENTS

ARTI CLE 115.- exploration and exploitation concessionaires
shall be obligated, under sanction of forfeiture, to pay
annually the mning patents established in this chapter.
Paynment shall be nmade in two fixed sem -annual periods which
shall run wuniformy for all, form the first July the
thirtieth of June and fromthe first of July to the thirsty-



first of Decenber in each year. Paynents shall be made in
advance at the Departnent of Internal Revenues during the
nont h of Decenber and June of each year on the basis of the
nunber of mning hectares awarded at that tine to the
concessi onary.

ARTI CLE 116.  Exploration and exploitation concessionaires
shal | pay the annual patent per mning, hectare in accordance
with the foll ow ng scal e:

ARTI CLE 117.- The concessionaire of paynment  of m ni ng
patents, the fraction of a hectare shall be considered as a
full mning hectare.

ARTI CLE 118.- The concessionaire governed by previ ous
contracts who have the option to avail thenselves in part of
the provisions of this law as far mning patents are
concerned, shall pay RD $25.00 pr mning hectare in the event
that the extension of their concessions shall exceed the
[imts established in Article 32 and 43.

CHAPTER | I |
ROYALTY OF M NI MUN TAX

ARTI CLE 119.- Mneral substances in their natural state or
in the form of concentrates of netalliferous mnerals which
are exported, shall be subject to a royalty or m ninumtax of
five percent (5% of the sales price F.O B. Dom nican port.
The paynment of the royalty shall be made tenporally in the
corresponding Custonms O fice wthin ten (10) days after the



shi pment and shall be subject to a final liquidation within
three (3) nonths after the exportation is nade.

The sales price for the final |iquidation shall be determ ned
by the secretariat of State for Industry and Commerce jointly
with the Central bank, in all cases in the nost favorable
manner of the State, by approving the price of transfer anong
economcally related enterprises or fixing it talking
consideration the quotations form the international market,
in accordance with the purity and other characteristics of
the mneral product exported, that appear in international
publications, within ten (10) days prior to the shipnent.

ARTI CLE 120.- The five percent (5% royalty on export may be
credited against the paynent of the inconme tax of the sane
fiscal year. Any excess of the royalty over the incone tax of
a given year may not be credited against the paynent of the
i ncome tax of successive years.

ARTI CLE 121.- Processing plants which are called snelting
and refining plants, which export netallurgical products in
the form of netallic conpounds, netalloids and netals, shall
not be subject to the paynent of the five percent (5% export
royalty.

ARTI CLE 122.- Exploitation concessionaires and owners of
processing plants may only export their production after
neeti ng the demanded of the Dom nican market. The sal es price
of the products on the Dom nican market shall be the price
F.A.S. Dom nican port, determ ned by the secretariat of State
for Industry and Conmerce and the Central Bank in accordance
with the provisions of the second paragraph of Article 1109.

CHAPTER | V
| NCOVE TAX

ARTI CLE 123.- For every exploitation and processing of
donmestic mneral substances, the State shall receive forty
percent (40% of the net profit each year. This annual incone
tax shall be liquidated according to the procedures
established in the Incone Tax Law in force on the date of the
granting of the concessions or the signature of the contract,
irrespective of the tax on the personal inconme of the owners
or stockhol ders of the concessionary corporations.



ARTI CLE 124.- for the determination of the taxable net
profit the exploitation concessionary cannot rmake any
deduction because of exhaustion of the mne. The anmount and
percentages of anortization of previous exploration expenses
must be approved y the Secretariat of State of Industry and
Commerce in conjunction with the central bank of the Republic
ate the tine the concession or contract is executed.

ARTICLE 125.- In the determnation of the taxable net
profit, annual depreciations can be deducted in accordance
with the foll ow ng scal es:

Equi prrent of processing plants (Concentration, snelting 5%
and refining).

Trucks, tractors and |ight vehicles 20%
Road and transportati on heavy mai nt enance equi pnment 10%
(mechani cal s shovel s, cranes, heavy tractors) and heavy

Equi pnent in general.

Bui | di ngs and ot her constructions of a pernmanent nature 12%
except those hereinafter indicated.

Roads, docks and port works, highways, railroads, 10%
conveyors, aqueducts and pi pelines.

Equi prent for underground work and under gr ound 10%
install ations.

Constructions of a permanent nature such as living 5%
gquarters for workers and technicians for educational purposes
or recreation of workers and their famlies, including

libraries, schools, clubs, theaters and other installations
of a cultural nature.

ARTI CLE 126.- The accelerated depreciation for investnents
destined to pronmote the mning-netallurgical devel opnent may
only be granted by the Executive Power. This privilege shall
specifically be described in the title of the exploitation
concessi on or contract.

ARTI CLE 127.- The Inconme exenption on the incone received by
foreign entities resulting forminterest earned in operations
of mning-netallurgical credits shall be executed only by the
Executive Power.

ARTI CLE 128.- The Income tax on the mining industry shall be
governed in all that is not provided in this Law by the
Incone Tax Law and the regulations thereof, in force at the
time of the granting of the concession or contract.



CHAPTER V
EXONERATI ONS

ARTI CLE 129.- Exploration and exploitation concessionaires
and the owners of processing plants shall enjoy such
exonerations or reductions of taxes or duties as may be
specified in their concessions, which can only apply to the
inmportation of mning-netallurgical machinery and equipnent
of any Kind, adequate vehicles for the projected works,
chemi cal reagents and | aboratory supplies, explosives, fuels
(except gasoline9, |lubricants, substances and products and
all the neans of production required in the judgnent of the
secretariat off State for Industry and Conmerce, upon the
prior recomendation of the Mning Departnent, for the
expl orati on, expl oi tation and pr ocessi ng of m ner al
substances, provided they are not manufacture in the country
at a reasonable price and quality. Exonerations granted to
expl oitati on concessionaires and to the owners of processing
plants shall be in force a period of twenty-five (25) years,
at the expiration of which the shall reviewed in accordance
with the policy of exoneration existing at that tine.

ARTI CLE 130.- Goods inported duty free may not be sold in
the country except in accordance with the |egal provisions in
force of the matter

ARTI CLE 131.- The Monetary Board, exceptionally, in such
cases as it may judge of national interest, for the benefit
of mning and netallurgical enterprises which nmay require
investments in the country of nore than twenty (20) mllion
pesos, may issue resolutions exonerating them from conpliance
with the legal and regulatory provisions relative to the
delivery of forcing exchange, by authorizing the central Bank
to allow that forging exchange resulting from exportation of
m neral substances or products, from the income derived from
issue and insurance, as well as other incone, be received
directly by an attorney or trustee abroad and applied: a) to
t he paynent of obligations contracted in forcing currency for
exploitation and processing of mneral substances; b) to
cover expenses of construction, inprovenent, enlargenent and
operations in foreign currency; <c¢) to the paynment of
di vidends of Dom nican stockholders abroad, and d) to
establish reserves for the paynents nentioned above.



ARTI CLE 132.- Loans in foreign currency which have been
approved by the Mnetary Board according to the provisions of
paragraph c) of Article 3 of Law No. 251, dated May 11, 1964,
and which are wused for financing the exploitation or
processing of mneral substances, shall not be subject to the

legal limtations of the rate of interest.
CHAPTER V
EXONERATI ONS
ARTI CLE 129.- Exploration and exploitation concessionaires
and the owners of processing plants shall enjoy such

exonerations or reductions taxes or duties as nmay be
specified in their concessions, which can only apply to the
m ni ng-netal lurgi cal machinery and equipnment of any Kind,
adequate vehicles for the projected works, chem cal reagents
and | aboratory supplies, explosives, fuels 8except gasoline),
| ubricants, substances and products and al the nmeans of
production required in the judgnent of the secretariat of
Sstate for i ndustry and Conmrer ce, upon t he prior
recommendati on of the Mning Departnent, for the exploration
expl oitation and processing of mneral substances, provided
they are not manufacture in the country at a reasonable price
and qual ity. Exoner ati ons gr ant ed to expl oi tation
concessionaires and to the owners of processing plants shal
be in force a period of period twenty-five (25) years, at the
expiration of which they shall reviewed in accordance wth
t he policy of exonerations existing at that tine.

ARTI CLE 130.- Goods inported duty free may not be sold in
the country except in accordance with the I egal provisions in
force of the matter

ARTI CLE 131.- The Monetary Board, exceptionally, in such
cases as it may judge of national interest, for the benefit
of mning and netallurgical enterprises which may require
investnments in the country of nore than twenty (20) mllion
pesos, may issue resolutions exonerating them from conpliance
with the legal and regulatory provisions relative to the
delivery of forcing exchange, by authorizing the central Bank
to allow that forcing exchange resulting from exportation of
m neral substances or products, from the inconme derived from
issue and insurance, as well as other incone, be r3eceived
directly by an attorney or trustee abroad and applied: a) to

ARTI CLE 132.- Loans in foreign currency which have been
approved by the Mnetary Board according to the provisions of
paragraph c) of Article 3 of Law No. 251, dated May 11, 1964,
and which are wused for financing the exploitation or
processi ng of m neral substances, shall not be subject to the

legal limtations of the rate of interest.
TI TLE VI
PROTECTI ON OF THE ENVI RONVENT AND THE USE
OF WATERS

ARTI CLE 133.- Residue from the exploitation and processing
of mneral substances shall be deposited in grounds owned by
the concessionaires, and the liquid waste material from
plants, thrown in the atnosphere or in a river, shall be
devoid of any substance which may pollute the air or the
waters in forns and anmpunts dangerous to animal or vegetable
life.

ARTI CLE 134.- Concessionaires shall have the right to use
the waters which run freely through their concessions, either
for producing hydraulic power or for any other use applicable
to the exploration, exploitation and processing of m neral
substances, with the obligation to return then to their bed
after using them properly purified or free from substances
which are harnful to the animal or vegetable life of the
regi on.

ARTICLE 135.- | the waters needed by the concessionary
should be of private ownership, he may make use them upon
making a previous agreenent with the owner or after the
initiating steps for corresponding expropriation wth the

expressed authorization of the Mning Departnent. The
expropriation of the waters shall not be allowed when such
expropriation shall interrupt or endanger the supply of

pot abl e water to towns.



ARTI CLE 136.- Wienever the proprietor of the land desires to
change the course of current waters, he shall notify the
m ni ng concessionaires of the region. If the latter, whiting
a period of fifteen (15) days after their notification, do
not appear before the Mning Departnment to claimthe right to
use them it shall be understood that have renounced such
right.

ARTI CLE 137.- Upon verification by the Secretariat of State
of Public Health and Social Wlfare and the Secretariat of
State of Agriculture of the pollution of the air or the
waters of a region, the Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commerce shall, at the request of the Mning Departnent,
order the suspension of the operations causing it. This
operation may not be resuned so long as it not verified that
t he cause of pollution has satisfactory been suppressed.

ARTICLE 138.- |If the polluted air or waters shall cause
damages to the people, the agriculture or the cattle, the
responsi bl e concessionary shall be obligated to i ndemify the
damages caused.

PROCEDURAL PROVI SI ONS

TITLE I X
PROCESSI NG OF APLI CATI ONS FOR M NI NG
CONCESSI ONS

CHAPTER |
GENERAL PROVI SI ONS

ARTI CLE 139.- Applications for exploration and exploitation
concessions as well as those for the authorization to instal

processing plants, shal | be submtted to the Mning
Department by the interested party or by an attorney, who
shall his authority by an act authentic or notarized
i nstrunent.

ARTI CLE 140.- Al applications shall be registered in the
Mning Departnment at the tine of presentation and in the
presence of the interested party, wthout prejudice that it
should not be admtted if it does not neet the requirenents



provided by this Law. The registration shall be nmade in a
speci al book other then the Public Register of Mning Rights,
i ndicating the exact date and hour of its pres4ntation, and a
copy of the application shall be returned to the applicant
with the signature of the acting official or the D rector or
Assistant Director of M nes.

ARTI CLE 141.- The registered application which fulfills with
the requirements prescribed in this Law, only grants
preference for the corresponding processing with respect to
subsequent application.

ARTI CLE 142.- If two or nore applications for exploration
and/or exploitation relative to the sane |land are presented
si mul taneously, a provisional registration shall be nade of
the, wth the sane nunber, indicating besides, on the
originals and the copies, t hat the registration is
provisional and is subject to review The M ning Departnent
shal |l proceed to effect such review in the follow ng order

a) Gven equal conditions, preferences shall be given to
the applications presented by Domnican physical or
juridical persons.

b) Preference shall be given to applications for
expl oitation concessions over those for exploration,
provided they are duly justified.

If all the applications are for the sane Kind an don the sane
conditions, lots shall be drawmm in the presence of the
interested parties, preparing a corresponding record to
determ ne the one which should be considered, except in the
event that the preference is determ ned by agreenent anong
the interested parties.

CHAPTER 1 |
PROCEDURES FOR OBTAI NI NG EXPLORATI ON CONCESI ONS

ARTI CLE 143.- The application for an exploration concession
shall be submtted in one original and five copies, duly
signed and initialed on each page by the applicant. The
original shall bear an Internal Revenue stanps of two pesos
gold (RD$2.00) and the application shall specify:

Departnment shall obtain from the applicant the receipt of

ARTI CLE 148.- he requirenents of the procedure having been
complied with, the Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commerce shall issue the resolution granting the concession

CHAPTER | I |
PROCEDURE FOR OBTAI NI NG EXPLO TATI ON CONCESSI ONS

ARTI CLE 149.- Applications for exploitation concessions,
shall contain the requirenents specified in Articles 13 and
144 of this Law the follow ng nodifications:

a) If the applicant is a foreign conpany, it shall present

t he docunentation required in Article 111 of this Law

b) He shall present a report of evaluation of the deposit or
deposits of mneral substance existing wthin the
perinmeter of the concession, including an estimtion of
the reserves and the program of work for its economc
utilization, annexing the correspondi ng maps.

c) The map of the concession shall be made in a scale of from

1:1,000 to 1:10, 000.

ARTI CLE 150.- The Mning Departnent shall review and order
the publication of the application for expl oi tation
concessions within the periods established in Article 145.

ARTI CLE 151.- Upon expiration of the period of thirty (30)
days follow ng the second publication, w thout any opposition
having arisen, the Mning Departnment shall verify on the
ground the existence o the starting point and the point of
reference, the course and di stance between them In a like
manner, wthin this period of thirty (30) days, it shall
verify the references indicated in subsection 7 of Article
143 and shall appraise the report of evaluation required in
subsection; b) of Article 149.



ARTICLE 152.- If the Mning Departnent finds that the
application for exploitation is conplete and conforns to the
prescriptions of this law, it shall forwarded the sanme to the
Secretariat of State for |Industry and Comerce with its
opi ni on.

ARTI CLE 153.- If the Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commerce finds that the application for exploitation is
satisfactory to the national interest, it shall forward the
same to the Executive Power approval

ARTI CLE 154.- Upon approval of the application by the
Executive Power, the Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commerce shall instruct the Mning Departnment to proceed to:

a) Authorize the applicant within thirty (30) working, days
or in

excess of thirty (30) days which, in the judgnent of the
sai d

M ning Departnent, are necessary, to shall carry
out the

delimtation of the concession as provided in Article 47
of the

Law.
b) Verify on the ground the |imts of the concession,
instructing

the correction to technical and fundanental errors, if
any.

c) Notify the applicant to make the current and the
next
sem annual paynent of the correspondi ng patent.

ARTI CLE 155.- As soon as the above requirenents shall have
been satisfied, the Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commerce shall issue a Resolution granting the concession
whi ch shall constitute the title delivery of its original to
t he concessionary with an annexed countersigned nmap.



CHAPTER | V
FORVALI ZATI ON AND DENI AL OF APPLI CATI ONS OF CONCESSI ONS

ARTI CLE 156.- If, as a result of the processing in study of
application for exploration of exploitation concessions, the
M ning Departnment of the Secretariat of State for Industry
and Conmerce requires conplenentary data, information or work
they shall request only what is absolutely required for the
determ nation of the case, and the applicant shall be under
obligation to submt this additional data within the period
of tinme specified under penalty of being declared renounced.

ARTI CLE 157.- \Wen the application or the process is
defective for reason of the violation of this Law of its
Regul ation , of the Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commerce of the Mning Departnent shall disapprove the file,
provided that the violation is inputable to the applicant. If
the applicant is not responsible for the violation, the file
shoul d be ordered reinstated in so far as it is defective.

CHAPTER V
RESTORATI ON AND CORRECTI ON OF THE TI TLE OF THE CONCESSI ON

ARTI CLE 158.- When the beneficiary has msplaced his title of
the expiration of exploitation concession, he should notify
such in witing to the Mning Departnment and request for the
Public Register of Mning Rights that a duplicate of sane be
issued to him after the previous publication of an
announcenent in a newspaper of national circulation, that
contains the essential information of the title, in
circunstances of the loss or msplacenent. The M ni ng
Departnent after a period of fifteen (15) days w thout having
received any opposition, shall issue the corresponding
dupl i cate.

ARTI CLE 159.- The Mning Departnent, upon petition of the
concessionary, may correct admnistratively and wthout
prejudice to third parties, the material errors existing in a
mning title, provided that the correction shall not affect
the localization or extension of the concession | n
accordance with the data of the Public Register of M ning
Ri ghts.



ARTI CLE 160.- When, exceptionally, the title of a mning
concession lacks clarity in what pertains to the |ocalization
of the area of the concession on the |and, the concessionary
may request that the identification of the ground which has
been granted, at his expense. In this case, the application
shall be prepared and processed in the same manner as a new
concession in handl ed, and the applicant shall be giving a
certified copy of the respective identification, as a
formalization of this defective title.

ARTI CLE 161.- The applications for enlargenents of the area
of m ning concessions, shall be prepared and processed in the
same manner as: the original concession.

CHAPTER VI
PROCEDURE FOR THE AUTHORI ZATI ON TO I NSTALL PROCESSI NG PLANTS

Article 162.- The application for the installation for
processing plants which use raw materials acquired fromthird
parties, shall be presented at the Secretariat of State for
I ndustry and Commerce, through the Mning Departnent, and
shoul d contain the foll ow ng data:

1. Nane, nationality, domcile, profession, nunber of
Personal ldentify Card of the applicant or attorney, who
shoul d show he correspondent power of attorney. If the

case involves a juridical person, the latter shal
deposit the documents proving, its existence and if the
applicant is a foreign the provision of Article 109 shal
be conplied wth.

2. Location of the plant with the indication of the
muni ci pality and the province.

3. Kind of mnerals to be treated and the origin thereof.

4. Capacity of the plant expressed in netric tons per
day

5. Met hod of treatnent which shall be enpl oyed.

6. Sketch or circuit of treatnent.

7 Area of the land required for its installation wth
the indication of the nane of the owner of the ground.

8. Amount of the investnent to be nmade; and

9. Length of tine foreseen for initiating the works.

ARTICLE 163.- The Mning Departnent shall forward the
application to the Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commerce acconpanied by a report in which it shall include
recommendations for the technical appraisal of the proposed
pl ant .



ARTI CLE 164.- In the event that there are no remarks, or they
have been corrected, the Secretariat of State for Industry
and Commerce shall authorize the application, upon approva
by the Executive Power.

CHAPTER VI |
PUBLI C REG STER OF M NI NG RI GHTS

ARTICLE 165.- The Mning Departnment shall have a Public
Regi ster of Mning Rights, the organization and functioning
of which shall be subject to the provisions of this Law an
its Regulations. The follow ng shall be registered:

1. Expl orati on concessions, exploration concessions of
contracts and authorizations for the installation of
processing plants, granted according to the prescriptions
of this Law, the registration of which shall be nmade
before the delivery of the title of the concessionary.

2. Reductions of enlargenments of areas of concessions,
extensi ons, renouncenents, nullities and forfeitures.

3. Power of attorney referring to m ning acts.

4. All contract related to mning business such as
transfers, changes, either by way of sale, succession,
donation of other docunent by which ©property is
transferred and also |eases | oans, nortgages and
contracts for future transfer

5. Contracts of constitution nodification or dissolution

of partnerships or conpanies which acquire of applied for
rights of exploration, exploitation and processing of

m ner al

6. The constitution of conventional |egal easenents,
recogni zed by irrevocabl e judicial decisions.

7. Expropriati ons nade in accordance with this Law.

8. Provi si ons related to zones declared as fisca
reserve.

ARTICLE 166.- As long as the acts of contracts are not
registered in the Public Register of Mning R ghts they can
not be asserted against third parties. This registration
should be made, also, in the corresponding Certificate of
Title in the case of l|ands registered pursuant to the Law of
Regi stration of Lands.

ARTI CLE 167.- The registration nentioned in Article 165 shal
not fail to be nmade, notwithstanding that the other |aws



required the registration of the sanme acts in other
registers.

ARTI CLE 168.- Registration of docunments which are presented

may not be refused except in the follow ng cases:

1. When they contain |egal defects by reasons of the forns
of sane.

2. When in view of evidence already in the Register, the
new regi stration woul d be necessary.

3. When the act or contract is not of the kind which is
subject to registration, in conformty with the |aw and

4. When in cases of acts or contracts contained in private
docunents, the signatures of the parties are not duly
| egal i zed.

ARTI CLE 169.- For the purposes of the registration, docunents
emanating from aboard should be legalized in accordance wth
the laws of the Domnican Republic and translated into
Spani sh by a Judicial Interpreter.

ARTICLE 170.- Rights derived from acts and contracts
affecting a mning concession, shall be denonstrated by the
correspondi ng proof of the Public Register of Mning Rights.
The concessions and contracts which are not inscribed in said
Regi stered cannot be asserted against their parties.

ARTICLE 171.- Anyone who has suffered prejudice by an
inscription, nodification, rectification or cancellation nade
in the Public Register of Mning R ghts, then by a decision
rendered by the conpetent authority according to the
provisions of Law or by a court, may challenge the sane
before the conpetent tribunals within a period of two (2)
years followng the date of said inscription. The chief of
the Public Register of Mning Rights shall be defendant in
the trial.

ARTICLE 172.- In every judicial proceeding related t the
inscription, nodification, rectification or cancellation of
regi strations, the person affected thereby shall be summoned
as a party in the proceedi ngs.

ARTI CLE 173.- Any persona may exam ned the Public Register of
Mning Rights and its archives, and request, at his own
expense, a certified copy of the inscriptions and the
exi sting docunents. Simlarly, he may request a
certification to the effect that with reference to a given



inscription, there are no other inscriptions followng or
that a given inscription does not exist. These certifications
shall be made for a fee of RD$2.00 per sheet, payable in
I nternal Revenue Stanps.

ARTI CLE 174.- To carry out the auction of a mning concession
or of a processing plant, it would be necessary that the
M ning Department should issue a certificate related to the
antecedents of the concession on file in the Public Register
of Mning Rights, which is dependency of said Departnent, in
connection with the concession and the encunbrances appearing
in said Register with respect to the mne.

ARTI CLE 175.- |Inscription in the Public Register of M ning
Ri ghts of the documents referred to in Article 165 shall be
for a fee of ten pesos gold (RD$10.00), except the
inscriptions of transfers of rights on explorations
concessions, which shall be for a fee of one hundred pesos
gold (RD$100.00), and the inscription of transfers of
concessions for exploitation and processing plants which
shall be for a fee of two hundred pesos gol d (RD$200. 00)

ARTI CLE 176.- The Public Register of Mning Rights shall
have, at |east, the follow ng books:

1. A register book of exploration and exploitation
concessi ons, and authorizations for installing processing
pl ant s.

2. A register book of contracts, changes and encunbrances
o n mning property of rights.

3. A book of reducti ons, enl argenent s, ext ensi ons,
renouncements, nullities and forfeitures.

4. A book of powers of attorney.

5. A book for the registration of docunents relating to

the constitution of conpanies which hold or apply for
m ni ng concessi ons.

6. A book for expropriations.
7. A book relating to fiscal research.
TITLE X
EXERCI SE OF THE RI GHTS AND OBLI GATI ONS OF THE CONCESSI ONARY
CHPATER |
OPPCSI TI ONS

ARTI CLE 177.- The oppositions of the applications for mning
concessions, alleging acquired rights, shall be asserted
before the Mning Departnment within a period of thirty (30)



days, conputed from the second publication of the extract of
the application in a daily newspaper of national circulation.
If within such period of tine no opposition has been
formulated, it may be allowed even in the act of verification
of the maps of the concession on the ground.

ARTICLE 178.- In the event of the granting of a mning
concession which it is founded, acconpanied by the
docunent ati on of fered as evidence. The opponent shall assign
a domcile for receipt of notifications.

ARTI CLE 180.- The Secretariat of State for Industry and
Conmer ce, upon review ng the case, shall exam ne the alleged
opposition and shall resolve it in the Iight of provisions of
this Law, disapproving or accepting the opposition, and
proceeding to the granting or ordering the correction or
cancel l ation of the application, as the case may be.

CHAPTER | |
PROCEDURE FOR THE | NDEWNI FI CATI ON

ARTI CLE 181.- For the injuries and danages foreseen prior to
stating a work in the course of exploration, exploitation or
processing of mneral substances, the concessionaries shall
agree with the legitimate owners of the land as to the
contracts in the Mning Departnent. |In the event that these
contracts are nor presented, or in bier the reef, the witten
authorization of the owner of legitinate occupant of the
| and, his signature or his fingerprints being legalized by a
Notary Public, the Mning Departnent shall determne the
anount of the bond to insure the paynent of t he
indemification for the wunavoidable injuries and damages.
This bond shall posted in an Ofice of Internal Revenues in
proportions, determned by the Mning Departnent, w thout
prejudice that the interested parties may resort to the
conpetent courts in case of disagreenent.

ARTICLE 182.- For injuries and danamges occasioned in a
unf oreseen manner the persons affected nmay obtain the anount
of corresponding i ndemifications fromthe concessionaries by
foll owi ng the procedures described in the preceding article.



CHAPTER | I |
PROCEDURES FOR RENUNCI ATI ONS AND REDUCTI ON

ARTI CLE 183.- The renunciation established in Article 94
shoul d be conmmunicated in witing to the Mning departnent
and should be acconpanied by the docunents containing the
findings of studies and works <carried out wthin the
renounced area, as well as by a receipt issue by the office
of internal Revenues for the sum of ten pesos gold (RD$10.00)
for its publication in the Oficial Gazette.

ARTI CLE 184.- Before accepting the renunciation, the Mning
Departnment shall exam ne the Public Register of Mning rights
to see if they are creditors, partners or |eases in
concession. In the event that they are any, it shall sunmon
them so that in the period of fifteen (15) days they can
protect their rights. If such rights are well founded, the
M ni ng departnment may di sallow the renunciation.

ARTICLE 185.- In the <case of a reduction of ©partial
renunci ation of the area of the concession, the same should
be communicated in witing to the Mning departnent,
conplying with the requirenents of Article 183 and annexi ng,
besi des, a new map of concession, with the indication of the
limts of the area retained in straight lines and those of
the area of renounce in dotted lines. Before accepting the
reduction, the Mning departnment shall order the verification
of the boundaries on the ground, at the expense of the
concessi onary.

TI TLE Xl
PROCEDURES FOR FORFEI TURE AND NULLI TY

ARTI CLE 186.- Upon the presentation of cause specified in
Articles 97 and 93, the Secretariat of state for industry and
Commerce, before pronouncenent of the forfeiture, shal
required within a period of thirty (30) working days. After
the said period of a Resolution which shall be published in
the Oficial Gazette. If the non-conpliance were the failure
to pay the taxes in incurred, this should be paid with a ten
percent (10% surcharge.



ARTI CLE 187.- MNullity should be declared officially or by
declaration of a third party. In both cases the Secretari at
of State for Industry and Commerce shall exam ne the record
of exploration or exploitation and upon verification of the
non- conpliance it should inmediately party and publishing it
in the Oficial Gazette, if the case concerns and existing
concessi on.

TI TLE XI'|
SANCTI ONS AND TRI ALS

ARTI CLE 188.- Those who wundertake mning exploration and
expl oitations without the concessions or contract required by
this law, shall be punished with fines of from fifty pesos
gold (RD $50.00) to two thousand pesos gold (RD $2,000.00) as
wel |l as by the confiscation of the works executed by them and
the m neral s which had been extracted.

ARTI CLE 189.- To him who destroys or changes the |andmarks
or signposts marking the limts of a concessions on the
surface of the ground or in the interior of the devel opnent,
shall be applied the sanctions established in Article 456 of
t he Penal Code.

ARTI CLE 190.- The unjustified resistance of individuals
whi ch prevents or has the object to prevent the execution of
the works by the experts, or of the inspectors, shall be
puni shed with inprisonment of fromten (10) days to three (3)
nonths and with a fine formtwenty-five pesos gol d(RD $25. 00)
to one hundred pesos gold (RD $100. 00).

ARTI CLE 191.- The Director of Mnes or any enployee who
intervenes in the process of a mning concessions, who commt
falsity, shall be punished wth the penalties established by
t he Penal Code.

ARTI CLE 192.- Wen sem -annual progress reports and annual
operation reports are not submtted wthin the periods
established in Article 72, the Mning departnent nay grant in
witing an additional period of thirty (30) days and in case
of failure, he shall notify the concessionary with a third
period of thirty (30) days so that latter nay rectify the
non-conpl i ance, under penalty of forfeiture if he has
repeat ed the non-conpli ance.



ARTI CLE 193.- Whit the exception of the correctional penal
trials, which shall be within the conpetency of the Justices
of the Peace, trials arising by reason of the application of
this Law, or wth regard to any of the rights and
publications established by this Law, are wthin the
conpetency of the Courts of First |Instances in their
commer ci al aspects.

TI TLE XII']
M NI NG DEPARTMENT

ARTI CLE 194.- The M ni ng Depar t ment S t he state
organi zation in charge of pronoting the mning-netall urgical
devel opment of the country and safeguarding the national
interest in all that <concerns the mning-netallurgical
i ndustry, whatever its organization and position in the
Public Admnistration and the nature of the case which
requires it. Its fundanental functions are of a technical
scientific and adm ni strative-|egal nature.

ARTI CLE 195.- The technical-scientific duties of the M ning
Department shall i ncl ude:

a) To make investigations within the field of geol ogy and
rel ated disciplines, which contribute to the Know edge,
devel opnment and preservation of the mneral resources
of the country.

b) To coordinate efforts in concession with the
i nvestigations previously specified which my be
carried out by national, international or foreign
entities, in order to attain the nost effective
utilization of sane, for the purpose of obtaining the
scientific and intensive utilization of m ner a
resour ces.

c) To organize and develop training in the field of
geol ogi cal disciplines and techniques, i nside or

outside of the investigations and work personnel by the
M ning Departnment, for the purpose of inproving the
scientific and technical capacity of young Dom nican
pr of essi onal s.

d) To evaluate the commercial availability of mnera
resour ces.



f)
g9)

To study and resolve technical and economc factors
whi ch present problens for the devel opnent of mnera
resour ces.

To supply advise on the mning-netallurgical industry
of the country; and

To protect the hygiene and safety of m ni ng
expl oi tati ons.

ARTI CLE 196.- The adm nistrative-legal duties of the M ning

Department shall i ncl ude:

a) to enforce the Laws, regul ations and contracts
gover ni ng m ni ng- net al | urgi cal activities in the
country.

b) In connection wth the foreign basic duty, the Mning

department nay carry out as nmany tinmes as it sees fit
and to such an extent as may be required in the case,
i nspections on surface or underground works of any

concessi on, as wel | as t he identification and
verification of the boundaries or |andmarks on the
gr ound.

To submit to the consideration of the Executive Power,
through the Secretariat of the State for industry and
Commerce, those regulatory projects it considerers
necessary for the correct interpretation of mneral
met al | urgi cal products.

ARTI CLE 197.- The Mning Departnent shall be conposed as
fol |l ows:

a)

An office under the authority of a Director assisted by
an Assistant Director, who shall substitute for the
former provisionally in case of absence, disability or
deat h.

A Section of Concessions and M ning Records.

A Section of Geological and Mning |Investigations.

A legal section of which the Public Register of Mning
Ri ghts shall be a part.

A Tax Auditing Section.

And such other offices as the Executive Power
establ i shes, in accordance with a justified request of
the Director of Mnes, through the Secretariat of State
for industry and Comrerce.



ARTI CLE 198.- A specialized fund is hereby created of five
percent (5% of the annual income which the State shal
receive as inconme tax paid by the concessionaries of
exploitation and of processing plants for pronoting the
devel opnment of mning activities in the country, which shal
be administrated by the Secretariat of State for Industry and
Commer ce, as the Executive Power determ nes.

ARTI CLE 199.- The appl i cations for expl oration and

ARTI CLE 200.- Exploitation concessions or contracts, as well
as the exploration permts which are in force on the date of
the publication of this law, shall continue to be governed by
